Welcome to Family and Consumer Science or FACS for short.  FACS is a nine-week course for 6th graders and has the theme Life skills.   Family and Consumer Science is an interdisciplinary study that applies academic learning to everyday life.  In FACS we encourage learners to care about themselves, their families, their work, their communities and the world.  

Students will work individually and in small groups to learn about:

Sewing:  Students will learn to identify and use sewing equipment while following sewing safety rules and construct a sewing kit by hand sewing.

Clothing Care: Students will be learning to sort, treat stains and launder clothes.

Nutrition:  What goes in AZ?  Students will learn about farming in Arizona, learn how to use My Plate and plant an herb.

Food Preparation:  Students will prepare simple foods and understand food safety while working in the kitchen.

Absences/Make-up:  The FACS student is responsible for all make-up work.  In replace of some assignments students are allowed to prepare foods at home.  In this case students will need to write up what they prepared and then have their parent/guardian grade their work.  5 pts. for following directions, 5pts. for taste, 5 pts for clean up.   Parents will then need to sign paper.

Dear FACS Students and Parents,

     Welcome to Family and Consumer Science or FACS for short.  This year our theme will be “Survival 101.”  The 7th grade FACS program is designed to teach students life skills that are necessary for survival when living on your own.  The four units covered in FACS class will teach students how to prepare for real life.  As a class we will learn how to survive in the world of work, in the kitchen, using sewing machines and clothing sense.  The following units will be taught:

Sewing Machine Survival:  This unit will teach the students about sewing machine essentials.  We will learn about sewing safety, how to sew on a sewing machine and construct a cute Neon Leon.  

Career Survival:  Students will be learning information to help them manage their finances and get them prepared for what to expect in the work place.
